The meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Ronald Thompson, President.

A quorum was declared.

A motion was unanimously approved to accept the minutes of the January 4, 2007 Board of Director’s Meeting with no change.
David Williams made a motion, on behalf of the Finance Committee to approve the Financial Statements for December 2006, January 2007, February 2007 and March 2007. The motion was seconded by VJ Hilliard and was approved unanimously.
The Budget Committee had no Report and plans to meet after Garland Tant, Director, receives the approved budget from the County Manager’s office.
Garland Tant, Director, gave a report on the status of the budget. He also presented proposed changes to the longevity policy and the necessary changes due to this to the Personnel Policies.  A motion was made by Troy Mitchell to approve the changes. The motion was seconded by VJ Hilliard and was approved unanimously.
Director Tant also informed the Board of the sale of two vehicles and the purchase of another and the fact that Eastern Wake EMS actually profited in the end.

Director Tant then informed the Board of the status of the Zebulon EMS lawsuit. VFIS, our liability insurance company, is unwilling to settle so the case will go to court May 14. (Since this meeting Director Tant has been informed that the court date has been changed to October 2007.)

Eddie Ross, Assistant Director, informed that Board of the status of the new facility on Bethany Church Road.  The bid was awarded to Raleigh/Durham Construction Company and he expects the project to be completed in September of 2007.
Ashley Britton, from the accounting firm Dixon Hughes, gave an update on changes to the Sarbanes-Oxley Act and its implication for non-profits.
Gene Wiseman, Joe Jolly and Kelly Epley presented to the Board proposed changes to the way they conduct the annual portrait fundraiser.  They would first send a mailing to all landowners in Eastern Wake EMS’ district. They would then follow up in 4 weeks with calls to the landowners that they have not heard from.  They feel be will fare better with this plan than with door-to-door soliciting.
A motion was made by Troy Mitchell to approve these changes. The motion was seconded by David Williams and was unanimously approved.
There was no old business or new business at this time.
